A YEAR OF CONTRASTS: 

Much of the province started really dry.   
Newer fields looked really good, flowered 
early, with bees going out June 25th.   A 
few areas had too much rain, which is 
never good for seed and bees.    Those 
crops are disappointing.    Some areas 
were stuck in a year long drought.   A 
new, well established field may be OK, but 
the rest were short, turned blue, and will 
be in the 150 lb max group.    

THE PROBLEM WITH CANOLA SEEDS: 

We all grow it!  Whatôs the problem? 

 

Only Canada and the USA will tolerate 
GMO canola (Roundup and Liberty) in 
alfalfa seed.    Europe has a melt down if 
they find a single GMO canola seed in 
your alfalfa seed.   Trying to clean ALL the    
canola out of alfalfa seed gets real hard 
on the dockage.  Please donôt mix in more 
canola at harvest or trucking.      

¶ Clean the Combine Hopper and sump 

¶ Harvest an acre of wheat 

¶ Reverse your farm grain augers 

¶ Clean trucks, bins  
 

Often we harvest wheat, canola, and then 
move into our alfalfa.   The hopper and the 
unloading auger are the two worse places 
for canola contamination of alfalfa seed.   
On our farm we leave a few acres of 
wheat to harvest before we go into alfalfa.   

 

HARVEST TO DATE ON OUR FARM: 

The three fields in the bin to date yielded 
200 lbs/acre, 300 lbs/acre and 500 lbs/
acre.  Wide yield differences, that we think 
are related to pollination and variety.   We 
are running Case 8250 combines, Macdon 
FD240 headers, with McKay CL03H crop 
lifters.
